It should be acknowledged that this team had
huge debt from the 2008-2009 season and through the efforts of
Dave Bishop (securing sponsorship) and Lynaire Marino (fundraising
opportunities), the team managed to settle payment of both this and
current season’s fees. The Club extends our appreciation to the
Premier 1 men for addressing this debt.

Our Premier 1 Men’s team travelled to Christchurch for the Club
Nationals. While they did not win the tournament it is an excellent way
of introducing some of our younger players to the country’s premier
club competition and gives them an opportunity to play against some
of the best players in the world.

Our Premier 2 Men's team came a respectable 4" equal in the
Wellington Competition and reached 3™ place in the Intercity
Competition. They returned to the Miramar tournament to defend
their title from the previous season and managed a credible 3" place.
